Grant Heston, associate vice president for Communications & Public Affairs at UCF, says that Growing Bolder
will be a pivotal piece in the station’s plans to expand and offer locally produced content to a national audience.

“Growing Bolder is a national hit that’s produced and hosted right here in Orlando -- it’s vibrant, informational,
entertaining and inspirational programming that we’re proud to stand behind,” Heston said.

Growing Bolder debuts on its new weekly time slot on WUCF TV at 12 p.m. Sunday, Jan. 15. It also will air at
6 p.m. every Thursday beginning Jan. 19.

Additionally, WUCF will air episodes from Seasons 1 and 2 each Sunday at 12:30 p.m. beginning Jan. 15.
